Task 1

Rewrite this story in the first person point of view (from the wife’s point of view), beginning when they were eating dinner, minutes before the cake appears and continuing to the end. Your job is to get inside of the wife’s head and make your reader feel sorry for her. 
Task 2

Imagine why the husband in the story “Birthday Party” was upset with his wife for arranging a surprise birthday party for him. Then, rewrite the store in the first person point of view (from the husband’s point of view) beginning while they were eating dinner, minutes before the cake appears and continuing to the end. Your job is to get inside the husband’s head and make your reader feel sorry for him.
