1. What is the difference between responsible government and representative government?

Representative government is when elected members of the government represent the opinions of people of the colony. 

Responsible government is when elected members, not appointed members have most of the say in decisions. 

2. What are three ways people would push for change in the 1800’s?

There are 3 ways people tried to change the government. They were; 

1) Using media to “spread” the word” about the need for change.

2) Threatening to kill or harm others unless they got the changes they wanted (VIOLENCE) 

3) Becoming active in politics and then pressuring the government

3. What is a rebellion?
A rebellion is when people turn against the government of a country in a violent way. 

4. Identify 4 issues in Canada that led to rebellion?

· They worried about the effects recent British immigration would have on their colony

· Farmers worried new settlers would take all the land leaving none for their children

· French Canadians worried about losing their language and culture.

· Poor harvest led to starvation and the government was doing much to help during this rough time

· People worried about government money was being spent

· Elite members got the biggest and best pieces of land

5. What triggered the rebellion in BNA in 1800’s?

In 1834 the rebellions drew up a list of complaints for the government.

2 years later the government responded by making it the power of the governor stronger. This made the patriotes very angry and ready to fight. 

6. After the rebellion, Lord Durham reported back to the British government. What two recommendations did he make?

Lord Durham was sent to the colonies and reported;

- Lower and Upper colonies should join into one colony called the Province of Canada

- Give the Province of Canada a responsible government. 

7. Where did the first conference take place to discuss confederation? When was this conference? Which colonies had delegates attend?

The first conference took place in Charlottetown, PEI in September 1864. Delegates from the Province of Canada, Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and PEI attended. 
8. Where and when did the second conference take place? What colonies had delegates attend?

The second confederation conference took place in October 1864 in Quebec. Delegates from the Province of Canada, New Brunswick, Nova Scotia, PEI and Newfoundland attended.

9. What is the Seventy Two Resolutions? 

 It is a document created by the delegates at the Quebec conference to outline how confederation would work.

10. What are three points discussed in the Seventy Two Resolutions document?

· The new country, made up of united colonies, would be loyal to Britain.

· There would be a federal government in charge of the country and another government in each region (provincial government)

· Each colony would be a province

· Each province would send representatives to the federal government. Federal government would control defending the country and running the economy

· Government would be representative by the population.

11.  What were 4 arguments for confederation?
4 arguments for confederation are;

- The need for railways

- The threat from the United States

- Trade

- The demand for more land.

12. What were 4 arguments against confederation?

Arguments against confederation included;
· Smaller colonies would have too few representatives and have no power

· Colonies would have to help Canada pay of its huge debts

· No guarantee the railways would be built

· The railways would never reach islands of PEI and Newfoundland

· They didn’t want to hurt their good relations with the US

14. Who was the first prime Minster of Canada?

John A MacDonald was the first prime Minster of Canada.

15. Which provinces made up Canada when it was first born?

At this point, Canada only consisted of Nova Scotia, New Brunswick, Ontario and Quebec.
